Brined BBQ Chicken
Ingredients

    3-4 pounds of chicken pieces (any kind) 
 8 cups water

    5 tablespoons kosher salt
    1 batch of Easy Homemade Barbecue 

Sauce (two batches if you want extra sauce for 
dipping). 

Method of Production 
    Heat 4 cups of water until hot but not boiling. 

Pour the hot water into a large bowl.
    Add the salt to the hot water and stir until 

mostly dissolved. Add the remaining four cups 
water and let cool to room temperature.

    You can either add the chicken to the pot 
of water, or you can combine the chicken and 
water in a large ziplock bag. Either way, make 

sure the chicken is fully submerged in the water.
    Refrigerate the chicken in the water  

for about 6 hours. 
Remove from the fridge about 30 minutes 
before you plan to cook it, drain the water, 
and set aside the chicken. Do not add extra 

seasoning - you're already good with the brine!
    Spray your grill (charcoal and gas are both 

fine) with nonstick cooking spray and preheat, 
leaving an area of indirect heat. Grill the 

chicken over medium, indirect heat for about 
10-12 minutes, then flip and continue grilling 

for another 12-15.
    Brush the chicken with barbecue sauce and 
continue cooking. Every 5-7 minutes, flip the 

chicken and add a little more sauce, for an 
additional 15 minutes or so. The chicken is 

done when a meat thermometer registers 165o.
    Remove the chicken from the grill when done 

and serve. Extra sauce for dipping is optional.

Easy Homemade  
Barbecue Sauce

 Ingredients
One 15 oz. can tomato sauce

1 tablespoon mustard
1 teaspoon molasses

A few dashes of Worcestershire sauce, to taste
2 cloves garlic, pressed or minced
1-2 teaspoons lemon juice, to taste

¼ cup chili powder (more or less, to taste)
Salt and pepper to taste
Method of Production

Mix all ingredient together in a small 
saucepan over low heat.

Simmer for about an hour. Taste and adjust 
seasonings to taste.

Use with chicken, pork, or any other 
barbecued meat. Serve extra for dipping.
